PASSAGE 2:

The first major poct in the pre-Tslamic era is Tmru' al-Qais, the last king of the kingdom of
Kindah. Although most ol the poctry of that cra was notl preserved, what remains is well
regarded as the finest of Arabic poetry to date. In addition to the eloquence and artistic
value, pre-Islamic poetry constitutes a major source [or classical Arabic language both in
grammar and vocabulary, and as a reliable historical record of the political and culwural life
of the time.

Poetry held an important position in pre-Islamic society with the poet or sha'ir filling the
role of historian, soothsaver and propagandist. Words in praise of the tribes and lampoons
denierating othet tribes seem to have been some of the most popular forms of early poetry.
The sha'ir represented an individual tribe’s prestige and importance in the Arabian
peninsula, and mock battles in poetry Would stand in lieu of real wars. 'Ukaz, a market
town not lar [rom Mceca, would play host o a regular poctry [estival where the crall of the
sha'lrs would be exhibited.
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Alongside the sha'ir, and olien ag his poctic apprentice, was the rawi or reciters. The job
of the rawi was o lcam the poems by heart and (o reeite them with explanations and
probably often with embellishments. ‘This tradition allowed the transmission of these poetic
works and the practice was later adopted by the huftaz for their memorization of the Qur'an.
At some periods there have been unbroken chains of illustrious poets, each one training a
rawi as a bard to promote his verse, and then to take over from them and continue the poetic
tradition.

There are several characteristics that distinguish pre-Islamic poetry from the poetry of
later tines. OUne of these characteristics 1s that in pre-Islamic poetry more attention was
given 1o the cloquence and the wording ol the verse than to the poem as whole. This

PASSAGE 3:

Criticism has been inherent in Arabic literature trom the start. The poetrv festivals of the
pre-lslamic period often pitched two poets against each other in a war of verse in which one
would be deemed to have won by the audience. The subject adopted a more official status
with Islamic study of the Qur'an. Although nothing as crass as literary criticism could be
applied to a work which was i'jaz or inimitable and divinely inspired, analysis was
permitted. This study allowed for better understanding of the message and facilitated
mterpretation for practical use, all of which help the development of a critical method
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important for later work on other litcralure. A clear distinction regularly drawn beiween
works in literary language and popular works has meant that only part of the literature in
Arabic was usually considered worthy of study and criticism.

Some of the first studies of the poetry are QQawa'id al-shi'r or The Rules of Poetry by
'Tha'lab and Nagd al-shi't Poetic Criticism by Qudamah ibn Ja'far. Other works tended to
continue the tradition of contrasting two poets in order to determine which one best follows
the rule of classical poetic structure. Plagiarism also became a significant idea exercising the
critics' concerns. The works of al-Mutanabbi were particularly studied with this concern. He
was considered by many the greatest of all Arab poets but his own arrogant self-regard for
his abilitics did not endear him to other writers and they looked lor a source lor his verse.
Just as there were collections ol [acts wrilten aboul many diflcrent subjecls, numcrous
colleetions detailing every possible rhetorical figure used in literature emerged as well ag
how o wrilc guides.

Modem criticism at lirst compared the new works unfavorably with the classical idcals
of the past but these standards were soon rejected as too artificial. The adoption of the forms
of European romantic poetry dictated the introduction of corresponding critical standards.
