Passagel:

The commonest outlet for prose writing was in literary journalism. Eventually, though
poorly grounded in literary tradition, narrative fiction became popular. Mahmud Tymur
remained preeminent in short-story writing from the 1920's to the 1960's. The earliest attempts
at novel writing were episodic, digressive, or thin, or too closely modeled on Western patterns
to be true to Arab life. However, forceful and talented novelists began to appear in the late
1930's. The most celebrated in the 1960's was Najib Mahfuz.

The theater had even fewer roots in the Arab past than the novel. In addition, the fact that
literary Arabic differs from the spoken idiom created difficulties for it that have not yet been
entirely overcome. Although there were successful stage presentations in Arabic from the
middle of the 19th century. the first plays to be acclaimed as works of art were those of Ahmad
Shawqi. These were historical dramas in verse, written shortly before his death in 1932. In the
contemporary period. a versatile and stimulating playwright has been Tawtfiq al-Hakim.

Poetry, the Arab literary form par excellence, did not immediately accommodate itself to
adopted values. Ahmad Shawqi and Hafiz Ibrahim, whose poems reflected earlier models,
dominated the field until the 1930's. Yet there have been other poets—for example. members of
the Apollo group and Lebanese émigrés to the Americas, known as the Syro-American school-
who have experimented with free verse forms. with the expression of tendered and more
intimate sentiment. and with a subtler use of images and symbols. They presaged the
appearance in the late 1940’s of a new school of poetry whose foremost members in the 1960°s
were Badr Shakir as-Sayyah and Nazik al-Malaikah.

In Arabic, distinction should be made between the written, or classical form, and the spoken.
or colloquial. The classical is the form that, since the commencement of Arabic literature about
a century and a half before the rise of Islam, has been used by Arabic-writing peoples in all
their literature. Originally the classical form was used for poetical composition among the
tribes of Arabia in pre-Islamic days—including the Ouraysh. to which Mohammed belonged. It
was later standardized by the Koran. The Koran was the first, and has remained the model.
prose work in Arabic. As the word of Allah, its composition acquired sanctity in Muslim eyes.
This miraculous character of the Koran was the only miracle claimed by the prophet
Mohammed. Its rhymed prose has set the standard that practically every conservative Arabic
writer even today strives to imitate. It is this book that has established the norm for the Arabic
language and preserved its unity.

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Passage 3:

The earliest and most abiding literary expression in Arabic is poetical. Moreover,
through the nine centuries being considered here, although the poetry constantly changed its
milieu and its purpose, it preserved an astonishing unity of matter as well as of form. A classic
Arabic definition of poetry is "Metrical, rhyming, meaningful utterance, of more than one line
in extent" The typical genre is the qasida, a sort of ode that may run from 15 to some 100
couplets. though usually fluctuating between 30 and 50. While there are about 20 principal
meters (all measured by syllable-length rather than stress. and all capable of many complex
variations), the rhyme pattern is normally unvaried: aa, ba, ca. da, and so forth, for each pair of
couplets. The standardized word-shapes of Arabic make this feasible.

In its pristine form the qasida vaunted the poet's tribe, his courage, the animal he rode, or his
beloved. It sang the life of the desert, nature's beauties and terrors, feats of endurance and
daring, and the ultimate tragedy of existence. It was pagan, heroic verse. Over the later
centuries of sophisticated urban life. however, one or another element tended to be more
heavily stressed within a given poem-the erotic, the bacchanalian, the moralistic. the
panegyric, the satirical, and so on. The poem itself thus usually became fragmented, judged by
earlier standards, although many later poems were very long indeed.
